Template 1
Initial Request to Your State Legislator
[Use this when first reaching out to your state representative or senator to request they introduce or co-sponsor age verification legislation.]

Subject: Protecting Our Children Online — Age Verification Legislation for [STATE NAME]

Dear [REPRESENTATIVE/SENATOR] [LAST NAME],

My name is [YOUR NAME], and I am a constituent in [DISTRICT/CITY]. I am writing to urge you to introduce and champion legislation requiring age verification on websites that host pornographic content.

Request for Committee Hearing

However, I want to emphasize the urgency of this issue. Since I last wrote to you:

• Thousands more children in our state have been exposed to explicit content online

Subject: Will You Spend 2 Minutes to Protect a Child? [ACTION NEEDED]

Dear [FRIEND/COLLEAGUE/FELLOW PARENT],

I need your help with something that matters more than most things we’ll do this week.

Right now, any child in [STATE NAME] can access hardcore pornography in seconds — no age check, no barrier, nothing. The average age of first exposure is 12 years old, and the effects on developing brains are devastating: anxiety, depression, distorted views of relationships, and in some cases, addiction.
